Now | do enjoy riding
solo because it is a different style of riding for me. But | would like to offer some different ideas about group
riding that might squash the impression.

When you join a group ride you do
agree to be led by a lead bike and to be
followed by a drag bike. You agree that
you will maintain proper spacing and a
staggered formation. And you agree
that you will never hit the bike in front of
you. Now | know this sounds like ‘follow
the leader', but there is more. You, for
example, agree to follow the lead bike
unless it is in danger. You agree to rely
solely on yourself to determine that a
lane change is safe for you to perform.
You also determine whether or not the
speed of the ride is appropriate for your abilities and the conditions of the road. You agree, in other words, to
be responsible for your own safety. This is what is meant by the often heard 'ride your own ride!" In other
words, riding in a group is more than being a passive participant, it involves being an ACTIVE patrticipant.

Being in a group provides everyone with many extra pairs of eyes, extra minds to deal with situations
others are not prepared to deal with, help in the event of problems, and a community of informed judgment
makers. To think that any of the group would fail to be active when the need arose is out of the question.
None of us will follow a lead bike into danger - but more importantly, none of us would allow a lead bike to en-
ter danger without trying to prevent it. ACTIVE roles for all.

Enjoy this riding season, and as we prepare for these summer months and for the upcoming group
rides that we will make to the District Rally and to Montana District Rally. Take that active role.
Be safe and we will see you on the road!
