Bar Codes 
Ever wonder where things are made when they don’t say on the label? 
This information was gathered from cyber space: 
**** With all of the contaminated products coming from China it is good to be able to know if 
what you are buying is coming from there or not. The whole world is scared of China made 
goods. Can you differentiate which one is made in the USA, Philippines, Taiwan or China? This 
is our right to know, but the government and related departments never educate the public, 
therefore we have to rescue ourselves.

Example: all barcodes that start with 690.691.692 through 695 mean the products are MADE IN
