Distracted Drivers, Cell Phones &
Risk for Crashes

The National Safety Council (www.nsc.org)
issued a statement on 1/12/2010 which recently
estimated 28% of all traffic crashes- or at least 1.6 million
crashes each year- are caused by drivers using cell
phones and texting. This estimate was derived largely
from data from the National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration and peer-reviewed research that
quantifies the risk of using a cell phone or texting while
driving. It further estimated that 11% of drivers at any
one time are using cell phones and texting while driving.
The studies also stated that reaction times from drivers
using cell phones or texting are reduced. In data from
recent surveys from the AAA Foundation for Traffic
Safety, Harris Interactive, Liberty Mutual Group,
Nationwide Insurance, New York Times/CBS, PEW
Research Center and Quinnipiac University Polling

Institute currently public support for laws banning handheld phones, texting or a total cell phone
ban is very high. Most of these surveys have shown consistently high belief that banning handheld
phones would increase safety.

Texting: According to CTIA-The Wireless Association-the increase in text
messages sent per minute is dramatic: In 2000, there were 319 text
messages per minute; In 2005, there were 223,595 text messages per minute;
In 2007, there were 1,095,163 text messages per minute; In 2008, there were
2,509,750 text messages per minute. What does all this statistical information
have to do with you (me), you may ask? It is my belief that it goes to support
the position that anytime we get on our motorcycles, even if it is to just “go for
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a short ride to get milk at the corner store”, we are subjected to
increasing risk of getting in an accident with a distracted driver. Not
having the luxury of being well protected by numerous safety devices
and an enveloping steel frame as are “cagers” (automobile drivers),

our Motto motorcyclists are at even greater risk of personal injury or even death

It should also include
taking a Rider Education Course to increase our knowledge
and skill levels to help make us better riders and to
recognize the danger signs and employ avoidance
maneuvers when necessary. And, of course, to practice,
practice, and practice these methods to sharpen our skill
sets. To recognize the risks, minimize the risks, and be
prepared to deal with the risks should be our daily karma.
